National Feedlot Accreditation Scheme 
 

The purpose of this circular is to reinforce the advice provided to all AUS-MEAT Accredited Enterprises 
on 6 May 2005 (Advice 3/05). 
 

Advice 3/05 
 

This Advice notified Accredited Enterprises that: an amended National Feedlot Accreditation Scheme 
(NFAS) Delivery Docket (Issue 4, 01/05/05) had been released and would become a requirement for 
compliance with the Minimum Standards for Grain Fed Beef;  the superseded Delivery Docket (Issue 
3, 09/07/99) would become obsolete as of 1 October 2005; and any superseded NFAS Delivery 
Docket signed after 1 October 2005 would not comply with the NFAS ‘Standards of Accreditation’ and 
the Minimum Standards for Grain Fed Beef. 
 

Original Advice attached with sample NFAS Delivery Docket detailing amendments.  
 

GF / GFYG Eligibility 
 
AUS-MEAT has recently become aware of a number of incidents where cattle have been delivered to 
AUS-MEAT Accredited Abattoirs, described on superseded NFAS Delivery Dockets.  In these cases 
the enterprise has not identified the incorrect use of this documentation. 
 

Industry is reminded that only cattle described on current NFAS Docket (Issue 4, 01/05/05) are eligible 
to be processed as Grain Feed Beef and product described using the GF and GFYG symbols. 
 

NFAS Accreditation 
 

In one such instance the cattle also came from a feedlot in suspension.  Accredited Enterprises should 
note that they must have systems in place to ensure that cattle to be processed as Grain Fed are 
sourced from feedlots currently Accredited in the NFAS.  
 

The Accreditation status of feedlots within the NFAS can be verified on the AUS-MEAT website 
utilising the feedlots Property Identification Code.  A copy of the NFAS ‘Standards of Accreditation’ is 
available in the AUS-MEAT On-line Members Section.
